If the fuel gauge needle is point-
ing the red area, open the fuel cap,
and then fill the fuel tank full through
the oil filler. Open the engine side cov-
er and check if there is leakage.

e Never smoke or use a lighter
while refueling the tractor.

o After refueling, securely close
the fuel cap and wipe off any
spilled fuel.

CHECKING HOSES AND PIPES

hoses and pipes every 2 years even
if not damaged.

e Make sure that fuel does not
leak through the damaged fuel
hose.
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CHECKING ELECTRIC WIRING

Open the hood and check if any ca-
ble is in contact with other parts, or if
any insulation is peeled off or dam-
aged, or if any contact is loose. Dam-
aged cables must be repaired by an
authorized dealer. Arrange for peri-
odic maintenance for cables every
50 hours or once a year even though
the cables are not damaged.

A\ DANGER

e Before starting to work ev-
ery day, check if any cable is
in contact with other parts, or
if any insulation is peeled off
or damaged, or any contact is
loosened.

e Before and after work, remove
any straw or dust on the bat-

tery or cables.

GREASING

CHECKING AND ADJUSTING

(3) Loosen the drain plug(3) at the
bottom of the filter head counter-
clockwise and let the water drain.

(4) After the proper amount of fuel
has been drained, manually lock
the drain valve in the clockwise
direction.

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CHECKING EXHAUST GAS

Exhaust gas may be a little black at
the time of starting the engine, but
normally it is colorless.

e Black: Incomplete combustion due to
too much fuel intake

e White: Burning of engine oil

If the temperature is low, water vapor
may look white.

If the color of the exhaust gas re-
mains black or white during opera-

tion, have the tractor inspected at
your nearest authorized dealer.

CHECKING FUSE AND FUSIBLE LINK

(1) Fuse box

When replacing the fuse, use only the
one with the specified capacity. Open
the fuse box cover and check the fus-
es. Replace any blown fuses with new
ones of required capacity. Stop the en-
gine and check the main fuses (Fusible
link).

If it is blown again, have the tractor
inspected at the authorized dealer.

/\ CAUTION

e When replacing the fuse, use
only the one of the specified
capacity.




CHECKING AND ADJUSTING
TOE-IN

(1) Mounting nut (2) Cylinder rod

If the toe-in is not properly aligned,
the steering wheel may be uncontrol-
lable or the tractor may produce an
abnormal vibration.

If you carry out maintenance during
the off season, you can ensure opti-
mum condition of the tractor as well
as safe and comfortable working
conditions during the busy season.
Also, in order to secure the safety of
each part of the tractor and to pre-
vent an accident that may occur due
to poor maintenance, arrange with
your authorized dealer for periodic
maintenance once a year.

In particular, we recommend that the
electrical cables and the rubber hos-
es, such as fuel hose, steering wheel
hoses and radiator hoses, be re-
placed every two years.

When the tractor will not be used for
a long time, store it in the following
manner.

1. For long storage, put the ignition
switch to “OFF”

2. Select a dry and well-drained place
for storage. Remove the weights &
implement or put it down onto the
ground.

3. Apply the anti-corrosion oil or en-
gine oil and grease on the parts
that are subject to rust.

4. Fill up the fuel tank. Empty space

in the fuel tank will produce dew-
drops that will produce condensa-
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tion that will be the cause of rust
formation. And lock the fuel cock
to “C”. (Closed)

5. Disconnect the battery completely
and store it away from the tractor
in a well-ventilated, dry, dark place
if possible. When the battery is at-
tached to the tractor, make sure to
connect the (+) terminal first

6. Change the engine oil and run the en-
gine to circulate oil throughout all the
engine parts for about 5 minutes.

7. Drain the coolant from the radiator.
After draining the coolant, fasten a
tag of "No coolant, do not start" to
the steering wheel. If there is an-
ti-freeze in the cooling system, it is
not necessary to drain it.

8. Check the bolts and nuts for loose-
ness, and tighten if necessary.
9. Add oil, fluid and fuel to each part

according to the maintenance
chart.

10. Apply a slight coat of grease or
oil onto the tractor parts where is

easy to be rust such as bare metal
surface.

11. Inflate the tires to a pressure a
little higher than usual.

12. Detach the weights and detach
or lower the attached implement
on the ground.

13. Place chocks behind and in front
of the rear wheels.

14. Remove the battery from the
tractor or disconnect the (-) ca-
ble from the battery.

15. When storing the tractor for a
long period of time, make sure to
put the clutch pedal in the disen-
gaging position. If not, the clutch
disc can be stuck to the flywheel
after a long period time.

16. Put wooden props under the
tires to protect them.

17. Recharge the battery every two
months during a long-term stor-
age.

18. Store it in a dry place to avoid
rain or snow and cover the body.

19. Keep the clutch pedal in a de-
pressed position to avoid rust on
the clutch.

20. Replace the worn or damaged
parts.

21. Put all controls into the neutral
position.

22. Install the cover to the exhaust
pipe.

23. Cover the air cleaner, muf-
fler, and engine oil inlet with
plastic sheets to keep moisture
away.

24. Maintain the air pressure in the
tires.
